This quarter Wiley Post Airport would like to recognize 
our air traffic control tower for the outstanding work that 
they do.  These gentlemen go above and beyond the call of 
duty to ensure that Wiley Post Airport is a safe environ-
ment for the flying public.   
 
The ATCT at Wiley Post is a 
FAA Federal Contract Tower 
and is operated by Robinson 
Aviation.  The tower is manned 
from 7am to 10pm local time by 
seasoned controllers (some are 
retired FAA and some are re-
tired military) that know how to 
maintain focus in some of the 
most chaotic situations.  
 
It would be nice to put a face 
with the voice, however, in light of the recent air traffic 
incident at JFK, where a child was permitted to issue con-
trol instructions on the frequency, unofficial visitors are 
prohibited, by the Federal Aviation Administration, from 
obtaining access to any area of a facility that performs air 
traffic services or any area that houses equipment that pro-
vides air traffic services. Should visitation privileges re-
sume, we would encourage all users to take the time to 
visit the tower, get to know the controllers and thank them 
for keeping our skies safe.
